· Ensure your uniform is clean and pressed.

· Abide by the rules and regulations of Yin Yang Taekwondo.

·  Treat others as you would like to be treated.
4.       Be Mindful of Different Learning Capabilities.

· Not everyone learns at the same pace.

· Always provide individuals with encouragement and support.

· Treat your students as individuals.

· Do not show favouritism.

· Be fair, open and honest.

5.       Provide a Safe Training Environment

· Be aware of possible training hazards in your hall, class, school or Dojang .

· Ensure equipment is fully operational and meets with health and safety standards.

· Ensure the level of training provided is suited to each individuals ability and fitness level.

· Be wary of forms of abuse, possibly from outside influences, directed at your students, while they attend your class.

9.      Be Empathetic and pay Special Consideration to Students that are Injured

· apply appropriate first aid.

· seek further medical advice if required.

· suggest an appropriate training schedule for those carrying injuries.

10.      Any physical contact with students should be appropriate to the situation.

· Two adults to be present at all times when children are present.

· All meetings with children to be done openly  and not behind closed doors.

· Employ the guidelines of our Child protection policy at all times. 

· All instructors must hold a current working with Children “Blue card”
